
After t;he prom: 

• Check Out your teen when
they return home. If your teen 
has obviously been drinking or 
using other drugs, don't allow 
them to go back out. 

• Talk to your teen about
the prom night experiences 
and problem solve around 
difficult situations that may 
have arisen. 

Things l:io 
remember: 
t) Accidents can happen going
to and coming from the prom as
well as at the beach, hotel room,
club, and other after-prom sites.

t) Vomiting, passing out, and
other alcohol and drug related
incidents can result in health and
safety risks, as well as damaged
reputations, lowered self-esteem,
and ruined relationships.
Remember to tell your teen to
call 911 immediately if someone
has lost consciousness. Assure
them they won't get in trouble if
they call for help.

C) Driving while texting and driving
while drowsy is as dangerous as
driving while under the influence
of alcohol and other drugs.
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
